Finding inspiration from natural forms in the hedgerows and local landscape,
artist Andrew Howe will demonstrate how to make folded artist books using
simple drawings and collage.

We will begin with a gentle walk along the hedgerows to Brineddin Wood to
explore their ecology and learn about how this woodland is being managed.
Returning to the Village Hall, you will learn some simple techniques for
developing drawings into collages and concertina-style folding artist books.
There will be opportunities to experiment with gathered plant materials,
make drawings, add text, use stencils and prepared papers provided or have a
go at making your own.
